5. Requirements for memoir:

a. At least 1 page with at least 8 facts from the website or class.
b. All PEGS categories are mentioned in memoir 

c. Follow the guidelines for writing a memoir (see below)

d. GET INTO CHARACTER!! Be creative, historical, and make sure you use the accurate viewpoint of YOUR assigned character!

Guidelines for writing a memoir:

1. YOU are the author of your OWN memoir (use emotion!) 

2. Know your intended audience (who would your character want to read this? Emperor? Shogun? Future generations?)

3. What was the author’s position is society? 

4. How did the events of the world affect this person?

5. What would the audience learn about feudal Japan after reading your memoir?

6. How would this information have been valuable to politicians at the time? How would it be valuable to historians today? 

7. How did religion impact this person’s views?

8. EXACTLY when did this person live?
